2. Observe the sky, mark with filled circle five brightest stars inside the field of view in the answer sheet along with their names from the sky you have observed,. You can add several other stars for your orientation. (20 points)
3. Draw a open circle representing the Moon’s position on July 29, 2015 (10 points)
4. Mark by cross the position of five Messier Objects and write down their names beside their marks. (20 points)
5. Draw a line representing the galactic plane! (10 points)
